
 
 

“Why do you seek the living one among the 
dead?”  (Luke 24:5) 

My dear sisters and brothers…  
Greetings of Easter. The Lord is Risen!!! 

I begin my message for Easter with the mandate given 
to all of us, namely to proclaim the Good News. Christ 
has risen! Alleluia! This is one of the most joyful times 
of the year for us, because this is the moment to     
experience that life triumphs death. We have to     
remember this, also in these hard times, when many 
are affected by various natural disasters, like the    
Corona virus, earthquakes, violence, poverty, not to 
forget those who are suffering having lost loved ones, 
family members who got ill, who have lost properties, 
who have lost their jobs. This feast is an occasion not 
just for Him, but also all of us. 
I know, it is not easy to understand it today either, 
when many people ask—where is God now? Where is 
Christ today? How can we meet Him? It was not that 
easy for the disciples to understand Jesus either. Just 
remember, what has happened after Holy Saturday. 
What everyone knew for sure was, that Jesus had died, 
but his body was not in the tomb where he was buried. 
In spite of the visible facts, it was almost impossible for 
them to understand and believe that Christ has risen. 
Jesus was not there where they thought he ought to 
be. As also today, we often seek God where we think 
he ought to be, but he is often not there. “For my 
thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are your ways my 
ways, says the Lord.” (Is 55: 08) 
Christ told the women to go to his disciples and to tell 
them he would go before them to Galilee. There is a 
Galilee, for each of us! Christ will make the journey 
with us, as he did with the disciples of Emmaus. It is the 
same Christ who said to Martha: I am the resurrection 
and the life! 
Recalling the raising of Lazarus in the Gospel of John 
and how Jesus said to him, “Lazarus, come out!” This 
Easter, I believe that Jesus says to each of us, “Come 
out from everything that is of sadness, resignation, and 
isolation. Come out and rise up! Walk with your family, 
your community and all. Have no fear of committing 
yourself anew, nor of making mistakes, but walk with 

the parish and community in order to build the       
Kingdom of Heaven together.” 

This is the message that I leave you this Easter. The 
Lord is alive. He lives in us and with us. He is Risen!!!
